34. Fill radiator with Pro Honda HP coolant and bleed
engine cooling system according to Service Manual.

35. Reconnect battery and verify heater functions
properly by warming vehicle up to operating
temperature, turning temp control to maximum heat,
turning fan speed on high, and rotating mode control
selection through all configurations. Unit should be
blowing warm air. Test drive the vehicle and check
the heater performance. Check for leaks and correct
as necessary.

36. Top off engine coolant. Make sure the coolant level
in the reserve tank is at the MAX level. Coolant will
be consumed from the reserve tank as air is expelled
from the cooling system during and after test drives.
Add coolant to reserve tank as necessary.

37. Reassemble front hood according to Service
Manual.
